Audiences will understand why when they see the Stoneham Theatre’s production of Sisters of Swing: The Story of the Andrews Sisters live on stage April 3 – 27, 2008 (extended one week).

Arlington’s own Bobby Cronin returns to Stoneham Theatre (Sweepers, Seven Rabbits On A Pole, A Christmas Carol, Pete N Keeley, and The Who's Tommy) to direct this musical tribute. According to Cronin, “I am taking a very different approach to the show; I want the music to speak for itself. I am presenting the show as a ‘photo album come to life’—literally. I think it will serve the piece extremely well and audiences of all ages will have fun.” 
Written by Beth Gilleland and Bob Beverage, Sisters of Swing follows sisters LaVerne, Maxene and Patty Andrews from their early days on the road, through their rise as recording stars, to entertaining American GIs overseas, to squabbling over differences. The score intermingles over twenty hit songs like "Bei Mir Bist Du Schön," "Don't Sit Under the Apple Tree" and "Boogie Woogie Bugle Boy." This show goes beyond the ordinary to offer a unique perspective into these women as human beings, showing how the events of their lives shaped who they became to the rest of the world. 

The Stoneham cast features Laura DeGiacomo as Patty, Steve Gagliastro in multiple roles, Kerri Jill Garbis as LaVerne and Kimberly Robertson as Maxene. Justin Hatchimonji is Music Director and Corey Jackson is Associate Director.  The creative design team includes Audra Avery (Set Designer), Jeff Adelberg (Lighting Designer) and Kurt Hultgren (Costume Designer).
In the few years since its debut, Sisters of Swing has charmed and sold out to audiences in Minnesota, Wisconsin, New York, Florida, Texas, Georgia, Oregon, Indiana, Pennsylvania, and North Carolina.
